2011 END OF YEAR OVERVIEW

TRAA BACKGROUND
THE ROCK ACROSS AUSTRALIA (TRAA) chart is Australia’s first national Christian airplay chart.

Researched by Woodlands Media, TRAA publishes the Top 30 chart weekly online at www.therockacrossaustralia.com
TRAA compiles the data aggregating high rotation activity (derived from playlist reports and airplay monitoring) across more than 20 stations in capital cities and regional markets.

These stations broadcast either a Blended format (a mix of mainstream and Christian music), or Contemporary Christian Music (CCM) only. Stations are weighted according to market size.

Together, stations report approximately 200 Christian songs weekly. 

TRAA published its first Top 30 chart in February 1999.

TOP 100 SONGS CHART - METHODOLOGY
TRAA’s annual Top 100 is a list of the most successful songs of each calendar year. 
To compile the Top 100, TRAA assigns points for each weekly chart position (30-1). [That is: 30 points for a number one, through to number 30 which gets one point.] 

TRAA then aggregates the sum of each song’s points to form the Top 100.
TRAA honors the number one song as the Song Of The Year.
TOP 50 ARTISTS CHART - METHODOLOGY
TRAA tabulates the most successful artists of the year and publishes these in the Top 50 Artists chart.

To compile this, TRAA tallies the song data used to compile the Top 100 list according to act/artist. 
The act/artist with the most points overall wins TRAA’s Artist Of The Year accolade.

2011 OVERVIEW

In 2011, 144* songs and 84 artists achieved chart success. 
Of these, 55 succeeded in gaining one song in the weekly chart, 30 attained two, six scored three, while three acts - Addison Road, Third Day and Brandon Heath - secured four entries. 
Nineteen acts, one fewer than last year, made their debut appearance in 2011. Twelve of these - Peter Furler, Royal Tailor, Heather Williams, Dara MacLean, Shane & Shane, Me In Motion, Anthem Lights, Jessa Anderson, Cloverton, Ashes Remain, We Are Leo and Jonny Diaz - made a significant impact securing a place among the year’s Top 50 Artists. 
* The song Shelter is attributed to both Jars Of Clay and Brandon Heath, explaining the tally of 145 songs. 
2011 TOP 100 SONGS
TRAA 2011 SONG OF THE YEAR
In 2011, Peter Furler’s song Reach – his solo debut after leaving newsboys – has garnered the most airplay of any Christian song on Christian radio in Australia. 

Reach achieved its success by:
· Dominating the top spot for eight consecutive weeks from 07 May. 
· Accomplishing 30 consecutive weeks in the survey. [19 March - 08 October]
· Securing a position in the Top 10 of the weekly survey for a total of 22 weeks or 73% of the song’s chart life. [09 April - 10 September]
The song therefore becomes TRAA’s 2011 Song Of The Year.

TOP 10
Four artists made their first appearance in the top echelon (the Top 10) of the annual chart. 
These were Peter Furler, Royal Tailor, Abandon and Addison Road. Two of these – Furler and Royal Tailor reached #1 and #4 with their debut releases.

Mat Kearney, Nathan Tasker, Paul Colman Trio, and Mandisa previously gained songs in the Top 10 of the annual chart.
· Mat Kearney – Closer To Love (2009), Crashing Down (2007), Nothing Left To Lose (2006).
· Paul Colman Trio – Solution (2003), Save My Soul (2002), and Turn (2001).
· Nathan Tasker – Like You Love Me (2006) and Floating (2005).
· Mandisa – My Deliverer (2009) and Only The World (2007)
Nathan Tasker secured two songs in the Top 10 with Something Beautiful at #5 and Love is The Compass at #6.

Other artists to score two entries in the Top 10 of the annual song chart have been Alabaster Box (2008), Bethany Dillon (2005), Steven Curtis Chapman (2003 and 1999), Jars Of Clay (2002), Mark Schultz (2000) and dc Talk (1999).

The acts with the most Top 10s in the annual Song chart are Steven Curtis Chapman (7) Alabaster Box (5), newsboys (5), and Jars Of Clay (5).  

As an aside, Paul Colman/Paul Colman Trio combined (6) and Peter Furler/newsboys (Furler era) (6); And Paul Colman/Paul Colman Trio/newsboys (Colman as guitarist) (8).
None of the artists featured in the Top 10 in 2010 repeated the achievement in 2011.

2011 NUMBER ONE SONGS

A “CHART HIT” is a song that secures a position in TRAA’s national weekly chart and becomes a popular song after gaining airplay on numerous stations across the country.
A “NUMBER ONE” is an extremely popular song that has secured national airplay on all – or sometimes, almost all - Christian stations across the country.

Throughout 2011, SIXTEEN songs made it to number one on TRAA’s weekly airplay reports. This is three more than last year. [We list each number one on the next page.]
The number ones holding the top spot for the longest period during the year were:

· Reach (Peter Furler) and 
· Down (Mat Kearney) 
Both these songs held the top spot for eight weeks. Reach had a straight run, while Down spread the achievement across four separate appearances in August, October and November. 
Interestingly, these were the ONLY official singles by Furler and Kearney released to Christian radio. Sara Groves and Family Force 5 made the top spot with their sole releases too.

2011 saw several artists nab their FIRST number ones. These were: Peter Furler, Abandon, Royal Tailor, Family Force 5, Tenth Avenue North and Hillsong. Furler and Royal Tailor achieved top honors with their FIRST singles. Furler previously gained several top spots as lead singer of newsboys; while Nathan Tasker, Mat Kearney, MercyMe, Mandisa, Casting Crowns and Paul Colman Trio (PC3) added to their previous achievements.
Something Beautiful and Love Is The Compass became Nathan Tasker’s fourth and fifth number one hits. The songs marked his return to releasing music after his previous chart toppers: Like You Love Me (2006), Narrow (2006), and Floating (2005). 
Down was Mat Kearney’s fourth hit to reach the top spot. Closer To Love (2007), Crashing Down (2007) and Nothing Left To Lose (2006) were his previous ‘numero unos’.

Move became MercyMe’s fourth chart topper. This Life (2010), So Long Self (2006) and Here With Me (2004) were previous #1s. 
Stronger and Waiting For Tomorrow surfaced as Mandisa’s second and third biggest hits. Her previous #1 was My Deliverer (2009).

This Is The Stuff became Francesca Battistelli’s third. Her previous #1s were: Free To Be Me (2009) and It’s Your Life (2009).

Courageous was Casting Crowns’ third top-spotter. Does Anybody Hear Her (2007) and Lifesongs (2005) were their previous #1s.

Eye On the Prize is Sara Groves’ third song to hit the top spot. Earlier songs were You Are the Sun (2006) and Painting Pictures Of Egypt (2002).
I Don’t Know Why marked the Paul Colman Trio’s return to the top with its fourth number one - the group’s first since 2002. The trio’s lead singer Paul Colman has attained #1s as a solo performer with Gloria (2005) and as a member of newsboys with Something Beautiful (2007).

Nathan Tasker and Mandisa EACH scored TWO number one hits this year. They were the only artists to do so.

2011 STAYERS

JUST TWO SONGS secured places in the Top 30 for six months or more throughout 2011. That’s TEN fewer than in 2010. 
Not surprisingly, we also saw an increase in the number of songs charting over the year, an increase in the number of songs reaching the top (some several times), with a decrease to the average period songs spent on the chart.  

This means that stations are turning song over more quickly than they have previously. This trend has developed over the past four years. (See table below)

AUSTRALIANS IN THE TOP 100 – A COMPARATIVE VIEW OVER THE YEARS
NINETEEN songs by Australians found a place in the Top 100 this year. One of these came in at number one and stayed in the chart for seven months, and four made the Top 10.
2011 saw a recovery in the number of songs by Australians that gained national recognition. In 2010, just 13 songs by Australians made the Top 100.
On the surface, it might appear that the sector is failing to fulfill the 25% Australian content requirement, but a closer look at the weekly reports reveals that this is not the case, as:

· Several blended stations use mainstream chart music, rather than CCM recorded by Aussies to fulfill the requirement. 
· Several blended and CCM stations augment their CCM playlists with mainstream music recorded by Christians (for example, Guy Sebastian, Brooke Fraser, New Empire, Adventureland, and Michael Paynter).

· CCM stations support local artists that are rarely heard outside their own communities. These rarely make an appearance on the weekly Top 30.
· The 25% Australian requirement only relates to stations licensed as community broadcasters. Commercial narrowcasters such as the Vision Radio Network plus digital stations such as Inspire and Light Digital are exempt. TRAA surveys/monitors these stations.
It is interesting to note that 18 of 44 songs that entered TRAA during the year, but landed outside the Top 100, were Australian.  This indicates that the support of Australian Christian music generally is consistent with the songs that make the Top 100, and that there is not a disproportionate amount failing to make the Top 100.
Note: We’ve included Brooke Fraser in this survey as Australian broadcasting authorities regard New Zealand born Brooke Fraser to be ‘Australian’ due to her residency here.

2011 TOP 50 ARTISTS
2011 TRAA ARTIST OF THE YEAR
TRAA’s Artist Of The Year honor is given to the most successful artist of the year – i.e. the act/artist with the most points.

Topping TRAA’s Top 50 Artist Chart in 2011, and gaining the accolade for 2011 TRAA Artist Of The Year is Nathan Tasker, the former Sydney singer/songwriter who now lives in Nashville, USA.

Nathan garnered Artist honors thanks to the success of his two songs – Something Beautiful and Love Is The Compass which spent 25 and 24 weeks respectively in the chart. Both songs spent 18 weeks in the Top 10 and peaked at number one.
Nathan is the only artist to score two songs in the Top 10 of the annual song chart. 
TOP 10 ARTISTS ACROSS TRAA YEARS 
PETER Furler, Royal Tailor and Addison Road this year debuted in the Top 10 of the 2011 Top 50 Artists chart. 

Nathan Tasker makes his return as most played artist after five years, while Paul Colman Trio returns to the Top 10 Artist list after a seven year break.  Nathan Tasker, newsboys (pre Born Again period) and Paul Colman Trio are the only Australian acts to top the annual Artist list.

MISSING IN ACTION
FINALLY, while several new artists entered the survey for the first time in 2011, more than 25 acts who experienced chart success in 2010 (and before) did not return.
