While the use of the Go tour name may be a little coincidental (it was the name 
of newsboys most recent tour), it seems Parry’s intention was to pay homage to 
them, as he has done with some of the song titles on his latest CD Alive. These 
being Something Beautiful and Shine (both newsboys songs). 

Then there’s the songs using Rebecca St James titles too - Alive (the title track) 
and You Are Loved. 

It’s possibly a stretch, but you’ve got to wonder whether Parry’s hinting at other 
Aussie songs with the titles Dance With Angels (perhaps a fleeting reference to 
Darlene Zschech’s Dancing With Angels), and Fly Away (Keith Urban’s I’ll Fly 
Away).
