TRAA - AUSTRALIAN CHRISTIAN CHART - ANNOUNCES 2010 SONG OF THE YEAR AND ARTIST OF THE YEAR HONORS 
Australia's national Christian music charts, The Rock Across Australia (TRAA), today announced tobyMac’s Get Back Up as the 2010 Song of the Year, and honored former Sunshine Coast band newsboys as 2010 Artist of the Year.
Both acts garnered previous TRAA honors. TobyMac earned TRAA Artist Of The Year in 1999 as a member of the legendary band dc Talk. And in 2007, newsboys earned Song Of The Year for Something Beautiful plus Artist Of the Year.
tobyMac’s catchy hit track Get Back Up dominated TRAA’s number one spot in 2010 for ten weeks (eight consecutively), accomplished 22 weeks in the Top 10, and spent 30 weeks in the weekly chart.  Get Back Up is the second single from toby’s fourth album, Tonight, to secure the number one spot on TRAA. City On Our Knees, the first single from the project, spent 11 weeks at #1 in 2009 and reached #15 in TRAA’s 2009 Top 100.
Newsboys, who enjoyed a career rebirth internationally in 2010 with their album Born Again, secured Artist honors for the most aggregated airplay of any artist for title track, I’ll Be, Way Beyond Myself, and Glorious. 
Born Again marks the first newsboys’ album with Michael Tait as lead vocalist. Tait joined the band when longtime Australian frontman Peter Furler exited in 2009. 
TRAA’s annual airplay accolades recognise the artist or group gaining the most airplay on Australian Christian radio, plus the individual song generating the most airplay. 

TRAA - published by Woodlands Media - compiles its weekly charts aggregating high rotation activity (derived from playlist reports, and airplay monitoring) across more than 20 stations in capital cities and regional markets.
